This Agreement, is made this 
 day of July, 2006, by and between the Narragansett Bay Commission (the "Commission") acting pursuant to the provisions of Title 46, Chapter 25 of the General Laws of Rhode Island and Roland N. Dough, Attorney at Law. 


The Commission and Roland N. Dough, in consideration of their mutual covenant herein and for other good and valuable consideration agree as follows:

1.   SCOPE OF WORK


Roland N. Dough as Lead Counsel shall be engaged in legal services to provide labor counsel to the management of the Commission as well as to participate in collective bargaining, grievance adjustment, grievance arbitration and other related cases, as requested.  



Roland N. Dough shall perform general legal functions on behalf of the Commission.  Such functions may include, but shall not be limited to, research, drafting legal documents, giving legal advice, and representing the 
Commission before courts, arbitrators, boards, administrative agencies and other bodies.


The parties shall maintain an attorney/client relationship throughout the term of this Agreement.

2.   EXECUTION OF AGREEMENT AND OF MODIFICATIONS


This Agreement and any changes or modifications hereto shall be in writing and must be executed by both Roland N. Dough and the Commission.

3.   TERM


The Agreement and the terms herein shall be effective from July 1, 2006 until June 30, 2007.
4.   CONTRACT COST


The total amount of the Agreement shall not exceed XXXXX.XX Thousand Dollars ($XX,000) unless the parties agree to an increase in costs and fees pursuant to the Changes/Budget Adjustments clause (paragraph 6) of this Agreement. Roland N. Dough shall notify the Commission in writing if billings reach 80% of that limit.  Prior written approval of the Commission shall be required for any billings in excess of the contract cost.

5.   PAYMENT FOR SERVICES

From July 1, 2006 through June 30, 2007, the Commission shall compensate Roland N. Dough for legal services at the rates specified in the Table of Fees below:

Partial hours shall be billed on a pro rata basis.

Roland N. Dough shall also be reimbursed for direct costs.  Out-of-State travel expenditures shall require prior written approval by the Commission.

C.  
Monthly invoices for services rendered shall be submitted by the 10th day of the succeeding month and itemized by attorney, date, time, description of services and direct costs.

D.
Roland N. Dough hereby certifies that this hourly fee does not exceed the rate of compensation it charges to the firm’s preferred public clients except for existing Agreements prior to their expiration.

6.   CHANGES/BUDGET ADJUSTMENT


The Commission may, at any time, by written order, make changes within the general scope of this Agreement, in the services or work to be performed.  If such changes cause an increase or decrease in Roland N. Dough's cost or time required to perform any services under this Agreement, whether or not changed by any order, the Commission and Roland N. Dough shall make an equitable adjustment and modify this Agreement in writing.


Roland N. Dough must assert any claim for adjustment under this clause within 30 days from the date it receives the Commission's notification of change, unless the Commission grants additional time before the date of final payment.  No claim by Roland N. Dough for an equitable adjustment shall be allowed if made after final payment under this Agreement.


No services for which Roland N. Dough will charge any additional compensation shall be furnished without the prior written approval of the Commission.

7.   EXTENT OF AGREEMENT

Nothing herein shall be construed as creating any personal liability on the part of any officer or agent of any public body which may be a party hereto, nor shall it be construed as giving any rights or benefits hereunder to anyone other than the Commission and Roland N. Dough.
8.   SUB-CONTRACTS


Roland N. Dough warrants that it will not subcontract any portion of the tasks or subtasks it is obligated to perform under this Agreement without the prior written consent of the Commission.
