MOTION TO INTERVENE OF THE ASSOCIATION OF METROPOLITAN SEWERAGE AGENCIES And the Urban Areas Coalition
Pursuant to Rule 24(a) and (b) of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure, the Association of Metropolitan Sewerage Agencies (“AMSA”) and the Urban Areas Coalition (“UAC”) (collectively “Intervenors”) hereby move this Court for an order granting intervention in this proceeding as defendants.

Intervenors’ members have a vital interest in the subject matter of this proceeding and are so situated that the disposition of this action may as a practical matter impair or impede their ability to protect that interest.  Intervenors’ interests are distinct from those of the existing parties in that Intervenors are associations whose members include wastewater utilities in the State of Missouri and whose operations will be directly and adversely impacted by any actions that EPA takes or is required to take as a result of the action.
